5. Better communication skills. When you spend time 

reading, your child will be much more likely to express 
themselves and relate to others in a healthy way. By 
witnessing the interactions between the characters in 
the books you read, as well as the contact with you 
during story time, your child is gaining valuable com-
munication skills. 

6. Mastery of language. Early reading has been linked 

to a better grasp of the fundamentals of language. 

7. More logical thinking skills. Another illustration of the 

importance of reading to children is their ability to 
grasp abstract concepts, apply logic in various scenari-
os, recognize cause and effect, and utilize good judg-
ment.  

8. Acclimation to new experiences. As your child ap-

proaches a major developmental milestone or a poten-
tially stressful experience, sharing a relevant story is a 
great way to help ease the transition.  

9. Enhanced concentration and discipline. Along with 

reading comprehension comes a stronger self-
discipline, longer attention span, and better memory 
retention, all of which will serve your child well when 
she enters school. 

10. The knowledge that reading is fun! Early reading 

helps students view books as an indulgence, not a 
chore. Kids who are exposed to reading are much 
more likely to choose books over video games, televi-
sion, and other forms of entertainment as they grow 
older. 

Whatõs the most important trait youõd like to develop in 

your child? If youõre like most parents, intelligence is proba-

bly at the top of your list. But remember: as a parent, you 

have the power to boost your children's learning potential 

simply by making books an integral part of their lives.

1. A stronger relationship with you. Instead of being 

seen as a chore or a task, reading will become a nurtur-
ing activity that will bring the two of you closer together. 

2. Academic excellence. Numerous studies have shown 

that students who are exposed to reading  are more 
likely to do well in all facets of formal education. After 
all, if a student struggles to put together words and sen-
tences, how can he be expected to grasp the math, 
science, and social concepts heôll be presented with 
when he begins elementary school? 

3. Basic speech skills. Throughout school your child is 

learning critical language and enunciation skills. By 
listening to you read One Fish Two Fish Red Fish Blue 
Fish, your child is reinforcing the basic sounds that 
form language.  

4. The basics of how to read a book. Children arenôt 

born with an innate knowledge that text is read from 
left to right, or that the words on a page are separate 
from the images. Essential pre-reading skills like these 
are among the major benefits of early reading.

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Notes from the Nurse

DENTAL HYGIENE & ORAL HEALTH  
To continue on the topic of hygiene, letõs talk about dental hygiene and oral health. Good dental hygiene leads to good oral 

health. Good oral health is a huge part of our overall physical health! Poor oral health is linked to heart disease, diabetes, and 

stroke along with other chronic conditions.  

Here are some of the basics for keeping your mouth healthy.  

¶ Brush twice a day and take your time!  

¶ Use toothpaste with fluoride and a soft-bristled brush. 

¶ Keep your toothbrush clean- rinse it after use and store it upright. Donõt keep it covered- let it air dry to prevent growth 

of bacteria and molds. 

¶ Replace your toothbrush every 3-4 months 

¶ Floss daily! It doesnõt matter if you floss before or after your brush. If you struggle with string floss, try the floss picks or 

interdental brushes. 

¶ Using mouthwash can help with killing germs in the mouth, keeping teeth protected from the acids caused by bacteria 

feasting on sugars. Mouthwash also helps keep your breath fresh and pleasant! Some mouthwashes also contain fluoride. 

Ask your dentist if that is something you should be using.  

¶ Avoid sugary drinks like soda and sports drinks. They are one of the biggest culprits in formation of cavities (sugar=food 

for bacteria=acid production=HOLES in teeth!).  

¶ GO SEE your dentist if you have any of these issues arise:  

 ƺ Red, tender or swollen gums  

 ƺGums that bleed when you brush or floss  

 ƺ Gums that begin pulling away from your teeth  

 ƺ Loose permanent teeth  

 ƺ Changes in the way your top and bottom teeth align with each other  

 ƺ Unusual sensitivity to hot and cold  

 ƺ Persistent bad breath or an unusual taste in your mouth  

 ƺ Difficulty swallowing  

 ƺ Mouth ulcers or sores that don't heal
